stories. He risked everything, even putting his life on the line for someone he
didn't know. As we head towards this Remembrance Sunday does it remind
you of anyone? This Sunday we remember those who gave their lives for the
freedom of others. This also points us towards an even greater sacrifice.
Jesus gave his life not just for those he met, or even just for his enemies, but
for the whole World. Jesus is the true Good Samaritan, who stops, heals our
wounds, and cares for us. He takes our beatings, our suffering, that we might
be healed. Let us worship him by becoming more like him.
